Everything else has 
been agreed and drafted by RP. 
 
Heritage

The RICT is meeting with the Cathedral to work on doing something to recognise the Imp as 
our adopted nickname.   
 
RICT is working on the overall heritage strategy and fan engagement in conjunction with 
Foundation, media and the university to create an archive 
 
MH noted that RICT might get some heritage funding from the Lottery Fund.  RBr to 
investigate. 
 
Governance 
RICT has embarked on a future planning process to bring in new board members.  The 
election of a supporter director to replace RBr will take place in June.  A robust criteria for this 
is in place.

The new pod will open in January in the Fan Village.  This will give many more opportunities for 
fan engagement.
